TOP 1:
Conclusion of the last meeting, general overview of the event and content of the workshops
1.
Danube regions and countries support strongly the idea of joint presentation in the Representation of Baden-Württemberg in Brussels by an evening event and workshops the following day on the scheduled 10th and 11th of October 2006.


First ideas of possible participations have been developed. It has been suggested to hold a meeting on the working group level to start preparing and organizing the countries and regions contributions.
